Information for applicants
Faculty deadline for SUBMITTING proposals: 

30 October 2025
Basic rules
· A grant application may be submitted by a student enrolled in the University and studying a Doctoral programme of study or a master’s programme of study in the period of regular study. It will be preferred in the case of PhD students, such projects that can be finished in the period of regular study (5 years). It is not possible to submit a project if the study is interrupted. The period of interruption is not calculated in the period of the regular study.
· Only the students who are not planning to end or interrupt their studies should prepare the proposals. The project must last at least until 31.12.2026.
· Grant projects may last from one to three years. The prolonging is not possible.

· A grant proposal must be prepared and submitted in the GAUK application -https://is.cuni.cz/webapps/?lang=cs. One student can prepare or solve only one project as a principal investigator (PI) but can be involved in a maximum of three projects.

· The supervisor of the applicant (=PI) shall always be a member of the proposed research team, or, if the applicant is not studying in the Doctoral programme of study, another member of academic staff, generally the advisor on the thesis if its topic was already set, shall be a member instead. The supervisor or the advisor must give online permission to submit the project proposal. The team´s members are connected through the university ID number. It is a part of the link at the faculty pages - https://fsv.cuni.cz/kontakty/lide-na-fakulte.
· The number of students in Doctoral or master’s programmes in the research team may not be lower than the number of other research team members. Bc. students are not considered as students according to the GAUK rules.

· The applicant must declare in the application that he is preparing the project by himself and that the condition for successful termination of the project is a result accepted for publication. The publication must have an affiliation and a dedication. The publication must be attached to the final report. The new part is the declaration of the using AI.
APPLICATION FORM
· The project can be prepared in English. It is necessary to choose the correct language version of the application form. The only part that must be also in Czech is the title. 
· Please check your email. It should be the faculty one because of GDPR. You can change it in the application (the gear icon on the top). 

· Please put in the line “workplace” the name of your institute or department or choose from the list.
· In the part Characterization of the Research Team, there must be characteristics of all team members put by names in the table (year of their study, institute/department, short description of their work in the project). The detailed description of the team is part of the attachment Project proposal. Here is the maximum of 750 characters including spaces. 
· Including up to three opponents in the application that you do not wish to contact to oppose your project is possible. It is unnecessary to mention specific names, but also, for example, opponent No. 1 for the previous project No. xxxx.

· You put in the part Other Projects Currently Managed by the Principal Investigator or Applicant the list other projects including GAUK projects in which you or your supervisor are involved at the time of the project proposal submission. Include the funding agency, project number, project duration, project title, name of the principal investigator, and role in the project. Indicate whether these projects address similar issues. If so, explain the connection or relevance. This explanation should also be provided for completed projects. It is also useful to explain the connection if the project proposal falls under a broader research area addressed at the supervisor’s institution or by any of the co-investigators. Similarly, mention and justify any use of the same methodology across different samples/materials studied in various GA UK projects. It is advisable to also mention thematically similar projects undertaken by team members. You can find the project at https://science.fsv.cuni.cz/en/projects/. THE FINANCIAL PART OF THE PROPOSAL

· The maximum rate of the budget is 300,000 CZK a year. The planned financial contribution for the first year must be described in detail in the appropriate part of the proposal. 
· The stipends can reach a max of 160,000 CZK a year for one project, and the stipend for the principal investigator is a max of 80,000 CZK a year. All stipends must make up at least 75 % of the personal costs. The application checks it.
· One person can get from all projects GAUK a maximum of 40,000 CZK as a salary, a maximum of 100,000 CZK as a stipend and a maximum of 100,000 CZK as a salary or a stipend a year.

· Other noninvestment costs include, for example, stationery, books, conference fees, publication fees, costs of proofreading, SW or HW till 80,000 CZK. The recommended price for NTB or PC is 20,000 CZK. 

· Travel cost must be used only in connection with the project and is designated for the student´s team members (only in very special cases also for the supervisor). There is a condition of active presentation (oral presentation or poster) at the conference, workshop, or seminar you plan to attend. Travel costs can also be used for a research stay, but it is not possible to reimburse a stay longer than six months. The travel costs include for students only fare and accommodation. If the students are already faculty employees, they can also get per diem. If you are an employee (regular work contract), please put it in the description to avoid shortening the budget from the GAUK side. You can use other projects for co-financing (e.g., Mobility Fund) but not the SVV project and POINT program.
· Ineligible costs are phones, rewards and presents for respondents, SW that faculty provide, courses and creating www pages, refreshment. 
· The rate of faculty overhead (= indirect costs) is 15%, and the application fills the gap automatically.

· It is necessary to plan the budget also for the next years of the project. The planned amount must include all parts as in the detailed budget for the first year (do not forget the overhead – 15% of all direct costs). The change in the planned amount could not be later greater than 10%. The application checks it.
· It is necessary to specify all amounts. Please follow the budget structure from the table in the description and do not mix the budget categories. The check after submission is easier, and you avoid the return of the proposal from the faculty or rectorate level to make the necessary corrections. If there is no big change in the budget for the following years, it is unnecessary to describe the budget for the following years in detail, but it is possible.

The obligatory attachments to the application 
· A brief CV of the applicant (max. 2 pages) should include: a) participation in higher education research competitions; b) presentation of own results at conferences and, if applicable, publications; c) involvement in solving specific tasks of other projects

· A brief CV of the supervisor or the advisor focused on the last five years, including a maximum of ten top publications from the last five years (max. 2 pages). The supervisor´s CV should contain information about his/her citations (according to the WoS or another database e.g. Scopus) and his/her ORCID or Researcher ID number.

· Scientific Proposal (maximum 5 pages, A4 format using standard font size 11, single-spaced, 5 MB). The PDF file must follow the prescribed structure and contain the following information:
a) Current state of knowledge: A summary of the current state of knowledge on the research issue within the relevant scientific field.

Provide the current state of knowledge on the problem being addressed, both in the Czech Republic and internationally, supported by citations. It is advisable to include the reason/motivation for addressing the problem. If the problem is new or unsolved elsewhere, or if no previous solutions are known, mention this as well.

b) Material resources for the project: Information about the readiness of the applicant and their institutions, as well as the equipment at the institutions that will be used for the project.

Indicate whether the entire project will be conducted at the researcher's/supervisor's institution or whether part of it will be carried out during a research stay at an experimental facility or through external services. For experimental projects, especially describe the instrumentation. We recommend specifying how the project will be funded if you do not request funding from GA UK, so that the reviewer understands if the project can be carried out.

c) Project objectives: Explanation of the importance and timeliness of the grant project’s topic and its goals.

The project objectives should be realistic, specific, and clearly formulated. They must be achievable within the proposed timeframe. 

d) Methods of project implementation: Description of the methodology, including conceptual and procedural approaches. Data collection methods and statistical processing should be included.

Provide a detailed explanation of the methods to be used in the research project. This is a key section of the proposal, and it should be detailed enough.

e) Timeline: Provide a timeline for each year or stage of the project. It is recommended to use, for example, a Gantt chart. Ensure that the timeline aligns with the project’s duration, not your study period.

f) Risk identification: Identify the risks to achieving the project’s results, including their severity, likelihood, and ways to mitigate them.

g) Description of the research team:

Justify the participation of each team member and define their contribution to the research. Specify the role, manner, and degree of involvement of the principal investigator and co-investigators. Justify the participation of co-investigators and describe their specific roles, particularly if they are specialists in a methodology or technology being used. Highlight the quality of the team as a whole.

Describe the scope and content of the applicant's collaboration with foreign scientific institutions, if such cooperation is planned for the project. Do not include CVs or publication lists—these are part of the attachments!

h) Expected project outcomes and their dissemination: Anticipated publication outcomes of the project (with a focus on quality rather than quantity) and an outline of the dissemination plan (presentation of research results to potential users and the public).

Provide the expected number of publications resulting from the project and the method of dissemination. Indicate which journals/publishers you are considering. Consider the criteria for evaluating final reports.
