1. Al and digitalization:

The Committee welcomed vice-dean Martin Nekola for a longer discussion of Al and digitalization
agendas. In the Al agenda, M. Nekola became the Faculty coordinator for Al. He informed the
committee that there was a plan to establish a Faculty working group on Al which would be looking
into Al-related matters specific to social sciences, to complement the work carried out at the
University level. Its intended focus would be on providing guidance to academic work at the Faculty
and on dealing with practical questions, such as exam-rooms (disconnected from Al-enabled tools).
JW mentioned the group should also consider providing more critical input into the use of Al tools in
academia.

In the digitalisation agenda, M. Nekola mentioned, that it is becoming increasingly clear that the
University-level economic information system will not be delivered at all at this stage. With regard to
e-signatures (electronic certificates) for internal Faculty dealings, he said the work on the IT has been
delayed by urgent matters, and that the certificate is being tested (presently only working on
Windows, not Mac OS). The expected launch is in Q1/2025.

M. Nekola also commented on changes in the use of M365, where for summer 2025 the move is
planned from the Faculty tenant @fsv.cuni.cz to the single university tenant @cuni.cz, where Faculty
members will keep the A3 licences.

In connection to the Al agenda, J Soukup mentioned that an Al working group was being established
at the Charles University level. The purpose of this group is to actively share information and promote
collaboration on Al-related topics within the university

2. Jinonice

Michal Parizek referred about the meeting with vice-dean Emler on food facilities, the sometimes
quite difficult situation with colleges and student accommodation (the Krystal facility) and the idea of
carrying out a broader survey of students’ and academics’ satisfaction with the services available in
Jinonice.



3. Communication

The Committee also discussed and approved the draft of the material for the Academic Senate Notice
Board - information for the academic community members about the work of the committee.
