REGISTRATION AT THE FOREIGN POLICE OFFICE

YES!
In this case you don’t need to visit the Foreign Police Office in person.

You will be registered by the dormitory office at the moment of your arrival.



REGISTRATION AT THE FOREIGN POLICE OFFICE

Are you staying at a Charles University Dormitory?

Then you have to visit the Foreign Police Office in person

● EU/EFTA countries – within 30 days after your arrival
● Non-EU countries – within 3 days after your arrival
